Clean Up : Clean up equipment with water immediately after use.

Surface Preparation

Bare masonry surfaces should be completely dry and free from dust, dirt and grease. Use
bleach solution to treat the surface affected by fungus or algae. Apply Nippon Vinilex
5100 primer before top coat. Allow all surfaces to dry completely prior to painting. Avoid
painting when the moisture content and alkalinity of the walls is still high. (Recommended
painting specification requires the moisture content of the walls to be below 16%
measured by moisture meter and alkalinity of the walls to be below pH?).

Khaprail Tiles should be clean, dry and free from dust, dirt and grease. Apply Nippon
vinilex 5100 primer or use Nippon Flexiseal as a primer, ensure seal the tiles edges properly
to avoid moisture penetration to achieve good results. Let it dry completely prior to
topcoat application.

Previously Painted Surfaces

Remove unstable paint film, loose chalk by rubbing down using abrasive paper or
wire brush and dust off. Use Nippon ACS putty to repair cracks if necessary. Prime with
NIPPON VINILEX 5100 WALL SEALER / NIPPON FLEXISEAL.
